I'm Back!!  
 

It's nearly two and half years since I was last able to say that 
I was at home every night. In the intervening period I have 
been working away from home both in this state and Illi-
nois. So much has happened in that time...... at home, at 
work and in this wonderful hobby of ours. 
  
First let me say that working away from home for extended 
periods, sometimes as long as a month at a time, doesn't 
always have to be bad. For instance, if it were not for this 
hobby and my desire to explore new hobby stores, flying 
fields and R/C clubs I would not have met several of the 
people that I can now call friends. I was able to take a cou-
ple of my planes on my assignments and hence join some 
different clubs and fly at different fields with new hobby 
friends. Being able to still participate in the hobby whilst 
away gave me a chance to relax rather than work all my 
waking hours - although my 'workshop' time was restricted 
by my lack of desire to shortcut building methods due to 
lack of various tools that I knew were at home. 
  
One club that I joined flies from a private grass airstrip, so 
there is plenty of width to the runway. Although cross wind 
landings are not encouraged in the interests of safety, you 
still have plenty of room to land partly into the wind. The 
thing to watch at that field is the turbulence caused by the 
wind around the hangers adjacent to the runway. Several 
evenings I would go there to fly and intersperse my 
flights between the occasional take offs and landings of the 
planes hangered at the field. One evening I did not even 
attempt to fly my model, I was having too much fun watch 
and talking with a couple of local full scale pilots aero tow-
ing a hang glider with a powered hang glider. That's right 

aero towing with a trike u/c powered hang glider - I think I 
still have the video I shot with my PDA. 
  
Another club that I joined has an 'L' shaped grass field, 
about four acres in total, surrounding the yard of a local 
farmer. The farmer is 92 years young, an avid R/C pilot for 
many decades, that drives out and around the field in his 
golf cart chatting to all the members. He also has Case IH 
farm equipment! Club meetings are held in one of his barns, 
the ceiling of which is festooned with R/C planes. One club 
evening several of us flew our Vapors in the barn dodging 
around the hanging planes. In the corner is soda can vend-
ing machine, the coin mechanism is broken so you put your 
quarter in the coin box inside the door. 
  
Living within one hours drive of Champaign, IL - the home 
of R/C distribution for this hobby, had a couple of perks. 
First, I got to attend E-Fest this year. Between my Vapor 
and mCX I flew thirty flights that day and just about totally 
exhausted the batteries in my Spektrum DX6i transmitter. I 
too was exhausted from watching all the planes, attending a 
few of the seminars, flying and of course stopping at all the 
vendors booths to chat, question and purchase much needed 
stuff.....  On another occasion I received a personal tour of 
Horizon Hobby, my tour guide being their Technical Direc-
tor, who I met whilst flying at the local field - he was de-
lighted to find another heli flier so we got chatting and that's 
how another friendship started. During the tour I got to 
learn much about the Spektrum range of products and saw 
several products before they went to market. What amazes 
me is the enthusiasm that these people have for the hobby, 
for not only is it their job and livelihood but their hobby 
too. These guys develop and market the products during the 
week and at weekends are out with the rest of us play-
ing with the said products and are keen to listen to ideas for 
improvements. 
  
Another aspect of these couple of years is the addition of 
some more planes to my fleet, interestingly all have been 
electric powered and flown with 2.4GHz gear, both Spek-
trum and Futaba. 
  
The last couple of years has not been easy for our family as 
we have all learnt to adapt to changing circumstances - it 
would have been very easy to not take advantage of several 
new opportunities. I am very grateful for the many joys that
