The B24 was the first heavy bomber with the ‘Davis
wing design’, which was a high wing and more aero
namic design than the low wing B17’s. This enable
the plane to fly higher, faster and carry a latgenb
load because it was built lighter. It was alsoftist
heavy bomber that used tricycle landing gear imstdg
the tail dragger B17. Because of its light weigbrn-
struction, the plane was notorious for its tendetacy
catch fire, and vulnerable to battle damage. ®‘hevi-
dent in a lot of pictures showing the wings bregkin
from flak or being shot.
